Resident Council activities over the past year were as follows:
Regular communications:
Resident reps from each site have been instrumental in disseminating PHPC and resident-related communications to residents at their own sites.  In the past, the resident listserve was used to contact residents across Canada with important and time-sensitive information on opportunities for engagement with PHPC and for other opportunities, although this became difficult to maintain with the amount of administrative work required to maintain the lists.  The current system of sharing information between residents at various programs occurs through resident reps, and this has worked well over the past year.
Collaborative work with the American College of Preventive Medicine:
Lawrence Loh, representative from U of T, has put in some significant initial work in developing ties with the ACPM's Resident Physician Section (RPS) to identify ways in which American and Canadian preventive medicine residents can collaborate on public health learning opportunities. In the past, Lawrence has contributed two short Canadian-focused pieces to the ACPM's monthly resident newsletter and other residents were encouraged to contribute as well.  Lawrence acted as a representative of our council at the ACPM Resident's Section AGM in early 2012.  

Comparative document on residency programs: 

This document was compiled by Richard Rusk at the University of Manitoba and has been updated over the past 2 years as a secure online living document that resident representatives have access to for editing and sharing with their colleagues.  The aim of the document is to outline the differences and best practices of each academic site where PHPM is offered in Canada to inform and inspire resident-driven changes to program structure.

Network building:

Community Medicine Resident social events were organized during the PHPC/ CPHA Annual Meetings in 2009, 2010, 2011 and are again planned for 2012.

Hot Topics/Case of the Week:

Since last year's AGM, residents were interested in working on a Case of the Week initiative across schools.  Terms of reference and a plan for conducting this work was drafted last year, but after discussion between programs, it was felt that the amount of time required and value added was not reasonable for regular participation.  Resident council created a trial run of a "Hot Topics Collaboration" through the production of an electronic publication cataloguing local news articles relevant to public health.  This work was coordinated and edited by Stephanie Susser from Université de Montréal.  After production of the first issue, it was felt that the labour-intensive work would be better shared amongst residents, and so a living "online drive" was created by Mustafa Hirji at McMaster to provide an easier route to collect articles of interest by region.  This drive is still online and is being populated by those interested, and is an open access drive for any residents interested in browsing through materials.
Resident representation on PHPC committees:
Beyond the work of the Resident Council, residents have also volunteered on PHPC committees. Shovita Padhi from U of T and Kit Young Hoon from McMaster have served on the External Communication and Advocacy Committee and Stephanie Susser from the Université de Montréal is on the Continuing Professional Development Committee.
